Project requirements and guidelines:

Each student will create their project on a trifold display board.  In order to save families time and money, the Ahern Middle School has pre-purchased trifolds in one uniform size that your child can buy here at school for $2.
The display may not protrude from the top, bottom, or sides.  Projects may be hand written or typed.
General Elements to be included on every display board:
· Title
· Author/illustrator
· Publisher and copyright date
· Explanation why this is a favorite book 

If you choose a fictional text, you must also include:
· Main characters
· Setting
· Brief plot summary (conflict, 3-5 main events, resolution)

If you choose a non-fiction text, you must also include:
· Nonfiction structure of the text and how you know
· Author’s purpose with evidence 
· Summary of the main ideas found within the text
